By now we may have already forgotten one of the worst winters on record.
As we see the trees and flowers begin to bud, we realize spring is upon us.

In a similar way, it is new life that we celebrate on Easter morn. From the bleak events of Holy Week and
the darkness of the tomb we celebrate Jesus coming back to life for us. And we are reminded that new life
can be ours in Him.

We invite you to join with us in Holy
Week as we are reminded of the bleakness of existence. On Palm Sunday cries of Hosanna quickly turned
to cries of “Crucify him”.
