5 On behalf of such a one I will boast, but on my own behalf I will not boast,
except of my weaknesses. ¢ But if I wish to boast, I will not be a fool, for I will be speaking the truth. But I
refrain from it, so that no one may think better of me than what is seen in me or heard from me, 7even
considering the exceptional character of the revelations. Therefore, to keep me from being too elated, a thorn
was given me in the flesh, a messenger of Satan to torment me, to keep me from being too elated. & Three
times I appealed to the Lord about this, that it would leave me, 9 but he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for
you, for power is made perfect in weakness.”

3 Is not this the
carpenter, the son of Mary and brother of James and Joses and Judas and Simon, and are not his sisters here
with us?” And they took offense at him. 4Then Jesus said to them, “Prophets are not without honor, except in
their hometown, and among their own kin, and in their own house.” 5 And he could do no deed of power
there, except that he laid his hands on a few sick people and cured them. ¢ And he was amazed at their
